Melissa was a finalist in the 200
metres at the 2012 Olympics and
is in training for the 2016 games.
She had a number of strokes in
2008 and could not stand;
inspired by the Beijing Olympics
she got into training and four
years later competed for
England. Quite a lady.

Winston Davis was a West
Indies test cricketer who was hit
by a falling branch when
clearing land to build a new
church. He has been in his
wheelchair for the last 15 years,
but has tremendous
determination and character,
telling the crowd in an interview
that he expects to walk again.
Quite a man.

The Wheelchair Abseil extends
the facilities for the disabled at
the Centre and this success has
got the ambition adrenalin
flowing. Now they’re looking to
add to the new Tower and offer
a wide range of other facilities,
so that any disabled visitor has
as many sports choices as others.
Watch this space, these people
do not talk idly about their
plans.

And what a friendly touch to
name the new facility the Tony
Booton Adventure Tower, to
honour the 49 years he worked

at the Centre. Tony didn’t know
what they had planned, the
unanimous choice of the staff
when discussing what to call the
new facility.

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May 2nd is Election Day and Philip Dunne MP reminds us in his Letter
from Westminster that we need new blood and good common sense
people to lead the town forwards. We talked to a man who wanted to
contribute to the community and took the plunge.

Councillor Geoff Hainsworth

Geoff Hainsworth is a quality
engineer, long time served in the
automotive industry. He ended
his career with Land Rover,
including three years at BMW in
Munich, when the intention was
to produce England’s famous
Range Rover to BMW standards.
The work pattern was three
weeks in Munich followed by
one in Britain, with Geoff
accepted as a member of BMW’s
senior management.

He retired from Land Rover in
2005, having bought a house in
Cleobury Mortimer ten years
before. He spent time trying to

fill. the hours, becoming
involved with the Footpath
Association until a friend

suggested he could do a good
job on the Parish Council, where
they wanted to co-opt a new
member. In 2009 he became
Councillor G Hainsworth.

He and Clerk Matt Sheehan
started at the same meeting,
when Geoff was amazed to find
no formal  structure for
purchases. “Essential if you're
spending public money,” in his

view. Soon he and others with
business backgrounds
persuaded the council to adopt a
policy that any job costing over
£100  should have three
independent quotes on the price.

With four years experience,
much of it spent arguing for
more logical ways of running
the town, he’s seen a proper
structure of responsibilities put
into place. With his industrial
background, he was a natural
choice to watch over Risk
Assessment, essential to keep
the insurance company happy.
He’s also a Market Hall trustee,
serves on the Parish Hall
committee, oversees the upkeep
and replacement of our street
lights and is involved with the
council’s responsibility for the
playing fields. All these as
additions to his job as a
Councillor: “It does help that
I'm retired, as some of those
jobs mean that I must be
available during daytime,” he
explains.

He’s an admirer of current
council chair Sean Thorogood,
another man with a successful
industrial background: “He’s
done a brilliant job. He’s got a
sound business sense, gets his
priorities right and he’s as
straight as a die.” It was Sean
who introduced a microphone in
meetings so that debates can be
clearly heard by the public.

A matter that has occupied a lot
of time in the last four years has
been the new Medical Centre,
and Geoff indentified a
stumbling block early on. “The
Muller land proposal was long
running and I proposed that we
buy the land for a nominal sum,
because we couldn’t negotiate
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about the Centre until we
owned the land,” he reasons.
That simple purchase made
securing the £1.5 million
funding get started, though
delays meant the town came
close to losing it. “The
alternative land for
development did not qualify for
the  Primary Care  Trust
funding,” he adds in
explanation of the last-minute
approach being rejected.

“It’s all done and dusted now.
Building will start around
September time and the Centre
should be ready by September
next year.” With all the nonsense
that's been talked about the
Medical Centre in  some
quarters, it's too easy to forget
that some clear sighted members
of the council could see the need
to act and got on with it.

Four years on, with a lot done,
what does he see as the major
achievement of the last four
years? “Making sure we got the
Medical Centre done.”

A place on the Parish Council
doesn’t earn. “Being on the
council has cost me money. It
always will,” says Geoff. But if
you want to help make this a
better place to live, this is where
it all starts.

Matt Sheehan at the Parish
Council office in the Market Hall
can give you information and
the  timetable for  your
application to stand for election.
He’s on 01299 271154 from 9.00
to 1.00 Monday to Friday.
NOTE: The promised
statements from candidates in
the county election will be in
our May. The applications will
not be finalised until April
11th, hence the delay.

He’s a one-man-band who's
happy to stay that way. No big
overheads, no fancy aspirations
and flash, just a man who knows
his job well and wants to give
good value. I know, because he
recently did a job at my house
and amazed us with his speed,
the quality of finish and the way
he cleaned up after taking down
a ceiling then putting in,
skimming and finishing a new
one.

Adrian Booton left school and
went into the building trade,
intending to be a bricklayer. But
outside work in winter didn’t
appeal and when local builder
Dave Johnson offered him a job
to learn plastering, he moved
indoors to a new career. 28 years
later he’s a respected craftsman
who does a lot of traditional lime
plastering on restoration work as
well as the more traditional stuff.
“People didn’t trust me when I

was 19, didn’t think I could do
the job. I don't have that
problem now,” he smiles.

His work comes mainly from
the local area, where those
who’ve used him tell others how
good his work is and how
reasonable his prices are. “I did a
job recently where they’d been
quoted £400 to do a room. I did it
for £180,” he explains.

Elbows and Hips

I wonder how many of you have had, or
know someone who has a pet with arthritis?
It is so very common for us to see an old dog
gingerly pottering into our consultation
rooms. Luckily, in most of these cases, we
have a significant number of medications
available to help alleviate the pain and
discomfort.

There are certain breeds, for example the
Labrador, for whom arthritis can hit earlier
and harder than usual. Through significant
investigation into the problem, we now know
that the reason behind the Labradors
predisposition is poor joint conformation that
has been slowly worsening through the
generations.

In an effort to help reduce this problem over
the coming decades, pedigree breeders are
now participating in hip and elbow dysplasia
scoring systems. This is where both the
prospective breeding bitch, and stud dog are
microchipped (the only form of permanent
identification allowed) and then we take
some specific x-rays of their hips, and
sometimes their elbows to check that
everything looks healthy, and the joints look
good. Of course, with anything that is being
undertaken on a nationwide basis, there is a
dedicated panel of interpreters for these
images, and your dog ends up with a score.
This allows you, and the owner of the other
dog to make an informed decision on how
good, or bad, the resultant pups’ hips and
elbows are likely to be. In turn, this has an
effect on the pedigree of any resultant pups.

If you have a large breed pedigree dog, and
you think that you might be interested in
breeding from them, please contact the
surgery at Cleobury to discuss your options.

And you don’t get
much higher than that around
here.

Phil Selly is the man behind it,
who will offer a range of fresh
blooms and other little services
to please the other half in your
life. Hill Top Florists is the name
of the shop and we have already
heard how helpful the service is.

DIGGING HOLES

The replacement of electricity
cables along the High Street has
been a long process, with major
interruption to business and
apparently repeat diggings in the
same area. It was necessary
because the old supply cable and
the feeders off into buildings
needed to be replaced, but did it
have to bring so many vehicles
to park along the street.

Yes, you expect vans to be in
the area, to make tools and

components readily accessible.
But why leave so many trailers
at the kerbside? There’s a car
park in Childe Road, room to
park them outside the cemetery,
or even the front access to the
sad, rundown Manor House.
And it would have been helpful
to bus passengers to have a
temporary stop while the regular
one was behind barriers. Not a
lot of thought seemed to be
given to keeping the town centre
running. Far less than we saw
when the Town  Centre
Enhancement Scheme gave the
main street an award winning
facelift.

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Letter from Westminster - Philip Dunne MP

On May 2nd we have local elections for the
first time in four years. There are 74 council
seats up for election across the county, 22 of
them in the Ludlow constituency. I am sure
there will be plenty of candidates seeking
your attention for Shropshire Council.

But for many of our town and parish
councils this will be the first opportunity for
full elections for six years. This is because the
rules for moving to a unitary authority
meant town and parish election dates were
moved to synchronise with the unitary
election.

In our town and parish councils it has often
been a struggle to find candidates. This has
meant that in many areas elections have not
taken place if enough individuals have not
come forward to ensure a contest. It has also
led to individuals being persuaded to join a
council by being co-opted without election.

I believe democracy is the best way we
have of choosing community leaders.
Elections provide the mechanism for these
leaders to be held accountable to their
electorate. So it is important that when
elections do come along there is a choice of
candidates. But in too many parishes and
towns, few people seem willing to put
themselves forward. So I want to encourage
readers to think whether you should stand.

Why should you? To start with there is a
need in any community for diversity of
opinion and for everyone to feel their views
have the chance to be represented. So
offering neighbours and friends someone to
represent their interests is worthwhile in
itself.

The commitment of time is one of the
biggest deterrents for many. I realise public
service of this kind is not for all, and many
people in or looking for work feel they are
unable to commit. But most councils
recognise they need to make their
proceedings accessible for those with full-

time jobs. So most meetings are held in the
evenings. Few councils meet more than
monthly, although most have committees
which add extra meetings for those
involved.

Some people who are quite willing to
volunteer for other activities in tgheir
community, are nervous that they may not
have the skills, patience or temperament to
serve on their local town or parish council. I
understand this reticence, but it is often
misplaced. Each council needs a mix of
talents and experience.

Some do not want to get involved in local
politics. Here in Shropshire party politics
rarely surfaces at town or parish level.
Almost everyone stands as an individual in
their own right, and adopts an independent
stance on the council once elected. This does
not prevent informal alliances being formed
between councillors on issues, which can
lead to factions emerging on some councils.
But this is rarely based on doctrinaire party
political lines.

Most people who seek to join their local
council do so because they want to help
others within their community and feel they
have something to contribute. The
government believes in localism, that is
devolving more decision making powers
and responsibilities to local communities.
Within the unitary authority structure
greater responsibility for town and parish
councils is slowly taking place. But in order
for this to happen these councils need to
demonstrate they have the capacity to accept
more responsibility.

This is where you come in, by ensuring
individuals with something to contribute are
willing to stand and get elected. It is not too
late. You have until 5th April to get your
nomination papers in to the local council
clerk. Please think about it over Easter.

PRACTICE GROWS

“I've never worked so hard in
all my life,” smiles Ann-Marie
Bard, senior partner at Cleobury
Dental Practice on Talbot Square.
It's five years since she and Peter
Lloyd took over the business
from Mr Neale, with funding to
take on patients who lived in
Shropshire. The growth has been
phenomenal and last year alone
they took on more than 600 new
patients.

Rachel Robinson of Mawley Milk reports

Mawley Holsteins — The

Dairy Superstars

What do we look for in a
dairy cow? A naturally large
capacity to produce milk is
obviously quite high on the
list of priorities, but when
breeding our cattle there are
many more important traits
we consider. Good all-round
conformation is a must —
good feet, legs and topline,
good udder attachment and
well placed teats. A tall,
strong, body frame, so
typical in the Holstein breed,
is also preferred. Her
breeding programme is
tailored to suit her particular
conformation — she is put to
a bull that will highlight
strong points and hopefully
improve on any areas of
weakness. Once she has had
a two month rest and has
‘calved down’ she will be at
the peak of her milk
production. During this time

her diet plays a very
important part in managing
her health and enabling her
body to produce anything up
to 65 litres of milk a day. Our
automated milking system
allows the high yielding cows
to milk as frequently as they
need to, sometimes 4 or 5
times in 24 hours. The
system is linked to a
computer that tells the
machine how much feed the
cow needs to get each visit,
so while standing being
milked, she is munching
away on a mostly home-
grown mix of cereals. In
addition she has 24 hour
access to ad-lib silage. She
will also be drinking large
amounts water at this stage
in her lactation. As the
months pass, her yield will
naturally decline and her
visits to be milked may drop
to once or twice a day; again
her diet is adjusted regularly

to see she is getting all the
right nutrients for her stage
of lactation. These valuable
cattle demand a lot of time
and care from experienced
herdsmen. Any unusual drop
in milk production may be a
vital early sign of the onset
of an illness and she needs to
be monitored and treated
accordingly.  When she has
finished her lactation cycle
and is put back into calf, she
is taken out of the milking
system and looked after as a
‘dry’ cow (one that isn’t
producing any milk) and put
on a maintenance diet of
hay, straw and silage. In the
summer months her rest
period will be out at grass in
a paddock with other dry
cows, and in winter she is
housed on a straw bed, while
she awaits the arrival of her
next calf and the cycle starts
all over again.

Again I am pleased to say
there has been very little
crime in our area during the
last month. There was some
minor criminal damage to a
caravan at Glen Caravan Park
which happened sometime
between November 2012 and
early March 2013. The only
other one reported was of a
Toyota Hilux stolen from the
car park of The Eagle and
Serpent in Kinlet in the early
hours of March 6th 2013. The
theft of Toyota Hiluxes and
Landrover Defenders has
been a problem for a couple
of years and owners are
urged to take extra measures
to foil thieves, such as fitting a
tracker device, and/or using a
good quality steering lock
whenever the vehicle is left
unattended.

We are still receiving reports
of antisocial behaviour caused
by a few of the drivers who
collect in the Leisure Centre
car park. Usually we get the
report well after the incident
which does not help. Please
ring 101 immediately with as
many details as possible -

vehicle, registration number,
driver name or description,
etc and it may be possible
then to start the process of
vehicle seizure.

The good news is that a
gang of eight criminals were
jailed for between six years
and eighteen months on
March 11th. This gang
committed many offences on
commercial premises over the

West Mercia and  West
Midland Police areas, stealing
large amounts of money

including some from Tuffins
here in Cleobury. Another
good result was achieved

when  police in  South
Shropshire  joined  with
partner agencies to target
travelling  criminals  and

motorists committing driving
offences. Several vehicles in a

dangerous condition were
seized, one person had
benefits withdrawn when

found to be working, with
four other similar cases to be
investigated,
motorists were found to be
using kerosine or red diesel in
their vehicles and were fined

several

between £250 and £1400. A
delivery driver was tested
and found to be impaired
from drug abuse, a foreign
driver didn't have a proper
licence, two people were dealt
with for using mobile phones
whilst driving and four others
for speeding. Similar events
to this are to be planned in the
near future.

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Aprnl in the Wyre Forest - Linda Iles writes

Amongst the beech trees

The most exciting news around
here this month is that work is
to begin to connect Uncllys
Farm and other homes nearby in
the forest to National Grid
electricity. When we moved here
8 years ago the notion of living
“off-grid” and generating our
own electricity from renewable
sources had a huge appeal. Our
plan was that a 3kw array of
photovoltaic cells would be our
main source of electricity with a
diesel generator acting as back-
up. To help out when the sun
didn’t shine we looked at a
micro-hydroelectric scheme (too
micro to be useful) and a wind
turbine (too many trees!).
Although the PVs made a very
useful contribution and could be
relied upon during sunny (dare I
say “normal”?) weather, we
found we were turning on the
generator far too often. Our
quote for connection was
breathtakingly huge but it will
be wonderful to have this
particular “mod con”.

The forest is a large-scale
demonstration of the use of
renewable energy. Each tree is a
factory using solar energy
captured by hundreds of square
metres of leaves to drive a
chemical reaction which,
fortunately for us, has oxygen as
a by-product. The way each tree
(and  other  plant) grows
maximises its ability to get a
share of the sunshine and the
raw materials (water, carbon
dioxide) it needs to make sugars
for its own needs, while
minimising the chances of all of
it ending up inside the local
herbivores! I love to look at the
new leaves bursting from the
winter buds at this time of the
year, growing almost
discernably as you watch: the
vivid, translucent beech, the
greedy light capturers of hazel
and sycamore, the sprays of
little green, pendant flowers
among the new leaves of oak.

Jill showing a typical gentle touch
with fingertips, her working tools.
Jill Sharp was working as a
medical secretary: “Absolutely
bored just working in an office,”
she admits. “I was fascinated by
work on the wards, where
people seemed to love what they
were doing.” Soon she was back
at college, working for her A
Levels and with them moving
on to a three year degree course
that saw her qualified as a
physiotherapist 20 years ago.
The skills she learned then have
been honed and developed as
her knowledge has grown. In
2011 she began training in the
very gentle Emmett technique
and in January this year was
accepted as an  Emmett
practitioner. She’s a member of
the  Chartered Society of

Physiotherapists and proudly
wears their badge; her skills
have grown over the years, it's a
constantly developing area of
treatment.

Jill is part of the team at Kim
Stanley’s Health and Beauty
Salon and is there on
Wednesdays and Saturdays. The
other three working days she’s
an NHS Community Physio in
the Wyre Forest area. She also
does home visits to the
housebound as a private service.

So how effective can the
Emmett technique be? “I was
sceptical about it at first,” she
admits. “You don’t believe how
good it is until you actually see
what it can do.”

She describes a rugby player in
need of help, who he couldn’t
lift his right arm because of a
bone impingement in his
shoulder. “I gave him just one
maneouvre and he could lift his
arm above his head.” To put it
another way, when he walked in
to see Jill he had 90 degrees of
movement on that arm; when
he walked out again he had 180
degrees.

He came for one more
treatment two weeks later and
soon after that had successful
surgery to get the bones right.
And to be quite sure, he came
back to Jill for the final sort-out
after the surgery.
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She became interested in the
Emmett development because of
its gentleness and rapid results.
