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THE PARISH PLAN -

VERY NEARLY THERE

The February 28th Public
Meeting was the final chance
for local opinion to be
expressed before the Plan is
put before the Parish Council
for their agreement.

There were two speakers
from the County, and Andrew
Williamson outlined the plan
that 350 houses would be built
in Cleobury between 2005 and
2026; 270 have been built or
are in process. But the 350
figure is not finite and
circumstances may change it.
There is also one hectare of
land for industrial
development, mainly on the
current Tenbury Road
industrial area.

Conservation Officer Colin
Richards faced questions
about the Manor House, and
explained that there has been
an inspection by the County.
Another could be carried out if
there was a vote at a public
meeting for this to be done.
The chairman later asked what
the view of this option was
and the result was
unanimously in favour of a
further inspection of this
Grade 2 Listed building.

The public were then asked
to read through the proposed
actions to go forward for the

plan and although there was
some dissent, the general
feeling was a favourable one.

There is not enough room
on this page to detail all the
points in the document to be
considered by the Parish
Council, but amongst the extra
ideas put forward at this
meeting were:

Should we be building more
houses without the
development of work facilities
for the occupants?

Should we be looking for a
further car park as the demand
grows? The matter of the 292
bus service will become clearer
when Worcester have assessed
public response and made
decisions.

People perceive a need for
an extra pedestrian crossing at
the Tuffins site.

We'll let Councillor Madge
Shineton explain the further
process:

The Steering Group have
now finished their
investigations and are
presenting the final draft of
the Plan to the Parish Council
at their  April 7% meeting
when  hopefully they will
adopt the Plan as the way
forward.

The Plan will then be printed

and a copy will go to every

household in the Parish and
will be on the Parish Council
website.

Group chairman Michele Key
and the members would like
to thank the Schools, the
different groups, and many
people who have given up
their time and contributed to
the production of this Plan
over the last three years. It
will be reviewed at least every
year to take into account
changes which may occur.
Which is why we need to keep
a Community Group together.

How do they know...?

My cat Bubbles has never been
around a baby, never seen a pregnant
woman, and was castrated before I had
to explain the birds and the bees to
him... So how, I wonder, did he pickup
my wife’s pregnancy within a couple of
weeks?

The answer presumably centres on
our subtle behavioural changes, and
hormone / pheromone combinations.
Within a few weeks he was sat on
Anna’s tummy (he never does this)
looking very proud of himself. He does
seem to know what is happening — now
chasing baby kicks around the bump,
and placing his ear down as if to hear it

inside.

Does he really know what is going
on? If so — can a cat become jealous?
Regularly now he will jump in between
us on the sofa to cuddle when he would
have previously been quite happy to
just sit on the radiator shelf.

While he is having a snooze beside
us, I usually take the chance to peel his
lips back and have a look at his teeth.
These should appear white, and clean,
but don’t be disheartened if there is a
little brown staining up near the gum
line — this is normal. We don’t want to
see a red line along the gum line
(infection) and we don’t want to see
any gum recession, which will expose
sensitive tooth root, causing pain.

Despite all of this jealous behaviour,
Bubbles is now starting to enjoy the
spring more — later evenings, and more

insects to chase aimlessly around the

garden make it far more fun to be
outside well into the evening. We are all
going to have to start mowing the lawn
soon with the warmth!

Not only is Bubbles getting out more,
but so are all the dogs in the area. As
the ground has dried up a little, it has
become a lot easier to go for nice long
walks. Ticks also like the warm
weather. Within the Wyre Forest in
particular, there is a high number of
ticks carrying Lyme disease bacteria,
and they can pass the disease on to
dogs, and humans.

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Fairer funding for rural schools

Since being elected in 2005 | have fought, with
other rural MPs, to rebalance the inequalities in
school funding that meant rural schools often
received a smaller share of funding than those in
urban areas.

The old funding formulae resulted in a
postcode lottery, meaning children in rural
schools were at a disadvantage. In the 21st
century Shropshire has felt the effect of this,
consistently amongst the ten lowest funded
local educational authorities in Britain.

All children deserve the best start in life, giving
them the skills and education they need to
succeed in the world, so addressing the
imbalance is a key step to building a better,
fairer system. | am delighted that an extra £350
million was announced last month towards
resolving this unfairness. This is to be shared
between the 62 least well funded local
education authorities, with Shropshire schools
to receive an extra £8.9 million. Per pupil
funding in Shropshire will increase by £256 from
£4,112 to £4,368 for 2015/16.

This is a significant increase and could make a
big difference to local schools trying to balance
their budgets. | understand this money will be
distributed to each school as part of the
Dedicated School Grant, so this funding could be
worth over £12,500 to a primary school with
only 50 pupils, or over £125,000 to a secondary
school of 500 students.

| also welcome publication of ‘Consultation on
Fairer Schools Funding in 2015’ which includes
proposals to set a minimum level for all schools,
regardless of size. This could be a great help to

the smaller schools serving small communities in
South Shropshire. This Consultation also sets out
proposals for a minimum funding level for
deprived pupils, those with English as an
additional language, those with low attainment
on entering school and for pupils who have been
looked after, for example in foster care. This
could increase the baseline level of funding for
some schools in Shropshire from 2015/16.

This is really positive news for schools across
rural areas. The Education Department has
made clear that no authority will receive less
money as a result of these proposals, but those
who have historically lost out will receive a fairer
share. If there is a gap between a local
authority’s budget and what it needs to meet
these proposed minimum funding requirements,
the Government will make up the difference.

Some schools in South Shropshire are remote
and small, with fewer than 50 pupils. | try to visit
schools across the constituency each month, so |
know how important they are, not just to the
children, parents and teachers, but to help
maintain their local communities. This new
money represents a huge step towards fairness
in the school system. But it is only a first step. So
to ensure this reform continues to help our
schools, | encourage school governors, teachers,
parents and the wider public to make their
views known in the Consultation on Fairer
Funding before final arrangements are made for
2015-16. The consultation can be found online

It's pleasing that there have been very few
relevant crimes reported during the last
month. There was another report of damage
to the wooden fence in Bull Alley (between
High Street and the footpath alongside
Lacon Childe School). If anyone has
knowledge of the stupid individuals who
indulge in this activity, please let it be
known. On Monday, March 3rd, between
8:00 and 10:00pm, a two-wheeled galvanised
trailer was stolen from a drive in Oak Tree
Close, Burford. There was a number plate on
the rear - AO61 EKY.

A particularly unpleasant incident
occurred at just after midnight on March 5th
in Grove Meadow. A resident heard a noise
outside his house and on going to
investigate, saw a man leaning against his
caravan on the driveway who refused to
leave after being asked to do so several
times. As Police were being called by the
resident's wife, the man forced his way into
the house, head-butted the occupant,
knocked him to the floor and bit him before
making off. The man, who lives in Bewdley,
was arrested shortly afterwards not far
away. This is not thought to be a burglary
gone wrong, but certainly drugs and alcohol
were a factor in the behaviour. Thankfully
this type of crime is rare in our area. On
March 10th/11th, in the Baveney Wood area,
damage was caused to a brick pillar, thought
to have been from a vehicle being driven
into it. Nobody has come forward to admit
doing it.

On other matters, there have been a
few arrests locally for drink driving and
drug possession, and a section 59 has been
served to a driver for persistently causing a
nuisance by driving in a careless,
inconsiderate manner. A section 59 is a
formal written warning that if the original
vehicle is seen being driven by anyone in a

&

~

similar manner it may be seized by Police,
and also any other vehicle that the person is
seen driving in a similar manner. If people
will come forward and report sufficient
details of any anti- social driving, - wheel-
spinning, causing unecessary noise,
innappropriate speeds etc. which cause
alarm or annoyance, then we can deal with
the problem. Several of the young drivers
have been spoken to and warned of the
consequences of inconsiderate, nuisance
driving, and of the possibility of their
insurance premiums increasing if they have
to be dealt with by Police.

Another problem is bad, or illegal parking.
If Cleobury is to get a Civil Enforcement
Officer ( Traffic Warden) to attend regularly
to deal with this, evidence needs to be
submitted to Shropshire Council. This can be
done by completing an on-line form on
Shropshire Council website (see September
13 issue for more details) or recording the
make, model, colour and number of the
offending vehicle, where parked, time and
date, and details of the offence, and passing
these to Matt Sheehan at The Market Hall or
to me and they'll then be forwarded to
Shropshire Council.

Finally, may I remind some readers that if
you feel that there is a need to park partly on
a pavement, that you consider pedestrians,
push chairs and disability scooters and leave
enough room for them to get by without
having to go onto the road. One popular
place for pavement parking is in front of
Lower Street Garage. If you cannot leave
enough room, then please do not park there.
Details of vehicles are taken when there is a
potential obstruction to pavement users with
the possibility of a fixed penalty notice being
issued.

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Darren Reynolds - Big Job, Happy Man

Darren Reynolds: “This is the best
job in the world.”

It was a baptism of fire when
Darren Reynolds arrived to take
over the headship at Lacon
Childe School: “My deputy
Rachel Croxton-Broome was on
maternity leave and the
business manager had left. So
we just got on with the job and
dealt with it.” He smiles at the
memory; he does smile a lot.

With good reason. The
school’s GCSE results last year
were well above National
average and the Maths and
English the best of any state
school in the county. “That’s not
down to me, that's what I
inherited,” he explains.

He clearly loves the job and
the place: “Of all the schools
I've worked in, I've never
known a staff so willing to give
their time. They give lots of it to

help the children - that's why
the results are so good.”

“This is the best job in the
world. My title is a giveaway,
I'm the head teacher. I'm not a
business manager and I'm
rubbish at paperwork, I don’t
think it's important. I'd much
rather be face to face with the
children; this is a people job.
My office door is always open
unless it's closed because I'm
dealing with business, and the
staff understand that.” And he
has a new Business Manager
starting this month, so some of
the worry about the annual
budget of £3million is taken
from his unwilling shoulders.

The school is in the
consultation process about
applying to become an
Academy, and if all is well that
should happen in July. “It
makes finances easier, because
we’d get the money straight
from the government and not
the local authority,” he explains.
“It makes it simpler to develop
services we need, gives greater
flexibility, so that you can make
changes to the National
Curriculum to suit the pupils’
needs, and buy services from
the best providers. You’'d not be
a Shropshire school, you'd be a
national one.”

“We’d be able to give a better
service to our feeder primary

schools, like provision of an IT
service as a feeder hub; we’d be
working together more.”

With the success bringing
interest from a wider area - “We
had six families from Far Forest
at our Open Night, and five
from Lindridge” - does he see
growth in numbers? “Our
maximum roll is supposed to be
540 and we’ve got 532 now. We
have three minibuses collecting
children from Far Forest, Rock,
Lindridge and Bitterley. We'll
have four buses soon and five
by September.” There are no
plans to expand at the moment,
and his budget varies with the
national birth rate; you get the
impression this man is too
canny to think big too soon.

Lacon Childe is the largest
employer in the town, with 80
staff, and his ambitions are very
pupil centred: “I want to make
everything better for the pupils
at the point of delivery.”

“When they leave, I want to
be sure they’re rounded out -
that's our job. I'd like our
children to think a bit beyond,
take Cleobury Mortimer out to
the world, and get experience of
more than just this locality.”

To prove what a happy staff
he has, he treated me to a hot
cross bun and tea in the staff
room, chatting in a relaxed
style. Good leadership at work.

Spring has to be my favourite season,
seeing nature waking up after the winter.
We have planted spring barley in the last
couple of weeks, the next field work will
follow when we plant grass seed and
maize. May will be all hands on deck
when we take the first cut of grass silage,
and subject to the weather behaving itself,
hay will be cut at the end of June. Us
farmers are completely obsessed with the
weather forecast, the house falls silent as
we listen intently to the five day forecast
on BBC Coutryfile. Everything we do is so
dependent on the seasons, but thankfully
(dare I say it) it seems a bit more in sync
this year - lets hope the gulf stream stays
where we need it!

All the grazing land is fertilised in
preparation for the cows to go out in a few
weeks time. As well as preparing the
pasture, we have had to do repairs to
fencing as there has been some damage as
trees came down in the storms.

It was a bit of a shock to the system to go
from 2 pigs to 25 in the space of two
weeks!

We have also hatched out our
first batch of Buff Orpington chicks, who
are proving very cute and fluffy, and have
a second batch due to hatch out 11th April,
so as always on the farm there are lots of
little mouths to feed!

The moving date is approaching; currently
May 27t. We won’t be able to test the
phone system or computers until the day of
opening, so please be patient through any
teething problems.

We have recruited two very experienced
GP’s, who have worked in the Wyre Forest
area for several years and recently acted
as locums for us. Doctor Juliet Lyne will
start in April and Doctor Elizabeth Palmer in
June.

Daily surgeries are held from 8.20 to
11.30am and from 3.30 to 5.30pm and can
be booked approximately three weeks in
advance. There is early surgery each
Thursday from 7.10am. GPs work on a rota
as morning and afternoon duty doctors. The
morning doctor takes emergency
appointments for patients with acute
problems that need to be dealt with in the
next 12 to 24 hours. Perceptions of an
emergency vary; if in doubt, please check
the NHS website for advice. When the
volume of emergency appointments is high,
all GP’s provide an emergency sit-and-wait
surgery after routine clinics at 11.30.

The Working Day

The afternoon doctor returns patients’
calls to assess their problem and make an
appointment if necessary. We try to avoid
the situation where people walk in as
emergencies; if a GP has made an
emergency home visit there may be no-one
available to see them. Where possible, GPs
make daily home visits between 12.00 and
2.00pm for patients too ill to attend the
surgery. We are impressed by patients’
efforts to attend an appointment and
express our thanks for this as we cover a
large area and home visits take
considerably longer.

GPs also have a daily phone consultation
list, for patients who pre-book and need to
ask a question or for medication, but don’t
require a surgery appointment. We aim to
respond before 2.00pm. When clinics and
home visits are finished, the GP’s sign
prescriptions, deal with referrals and with
hospital correspondence and test results.

There are no current plans to change our
pattern, but it could be discussed through
Cleobury Patients Voice, if circumstances
change. We are naturally willing to listen to
suggestions from those we serve.

April In The Forest

The ncllysbut boxes in construction forthe early
Spring distribution in their part of the Wyre.

Last month I wrote about frogspawn and
my efforts to help with the annual survey.
On a lovely, warm Sunday afternoon in
March I had the company of friends, whose
four children gleefully helped to count the
clumps of spawn. This month it’s the turn
of the toads, which are making their way
through the woods to their regular
spawning sites. The females will produce
strings of spawn which the males fertilise
immediately. Two years ago the edges of the
little reservoir near Uncllys Farm were
black with tad-poles by May, but I think the
big fish there took a heavy toll on the
numbers. Ponds, left to their own devices,

will silt up and fill with vegetation, so one
of the winter jobs has been to tackle
unwanted plants by pulling out with

| special long rakes called cromes and by

hand. It's a smelly muddy but very
satisfying job, best done on a warm day.
As the evenings lengthen and warm up,

~ the bats will be out hunting flying insects

such as moths and beetles. We put up 50 bat

~ boxes around the farm last month and hope

that they will be well used for either
daytime resting or breeding. Natural
roosting sites include caves, hollow trees
and loose bark on trees but, of course, in
historic times bats have moved in to houses,
churches, barns and the like. Modernisation
and a trend towards blocking out wildlife
lodgers have reduced these sites, so a little
compensation is called for. National records
suggest that the numbers of bats are
showing some recovery. Our boxes will be
monitored monthly just to see how things
are going in our corner of the Wyre Forest.
We just hope the ever-present bluetits don’t
move into them!

Meanwhile, take a look in the fields
around the forest for the new lambs and
calves, whose uninhibited skipping and
bouncing brings jollity to the season.

I trust my
horses to behave with autistic
children, no matter what.”

She’s full of praise for her
staff and volunteers as well.
“We’ve Dbeen featured in

magazine’s Best Value Short
Breaks Trail Ride list and
we’ve also featured in “Your
Horse”. The place is an
approved Pony Club Centre,
a nationally recognised
rating. The centre is subject to
regular inspections by the
Pony Club, the British Horse
Society, Riding for the
Disabled and the local
council. Any of these
authorities can arrive
unannounced and make their
inspection, which leaves
Steph totally unfazed:
“There’s nothing to fear if
you're doing what you're
supposed to do,” she smiles.

None of this would work if
she didn’t have a capable and
experienced staff. “Like Carol
Roberts and Louise
Brassington, who've both

been here more than ten
years.”

“Imogen Davenport and
Dan O’Sullivan were both
taught by me from Primary
School age and they’re now
aiming at UKCC
accreditation. The people
who work here are happy,
our horses are spot-on and
it'’s such a lovely part of the
country.” They must all love
the work, as the place is open
seven days a week.

The title Country Treks
means they also offer cross
country riding, starting with
a two hour ride for novices,
on horses selected for their
mild manners. From there the
ambitious can move up the
scale to one- or two-day treks
on the Jack Mytton Way and
its wonderful views across
Shropshire that no road
vehicle will ever reach.

For very experienced
riders there is a three- or
four-day trek once a year,
with overnight stops. “It’s
only for the hardened riders,
we start at 9.00 and ride until
about 4.00 each day with just
a break for lunch,” Steph
outlines.Their horse or yours.

IN BUSINESS: Turners’ Gates Limited

There’s been a Turner
trading in wood in Hopton
Wafers for 50 years or more.
Nigel left Lacon Childe School
at 16 and went into
partnership with his father,
supplying logs. 22 years ago
he branched out on his own,
making wooden gates and
fencing and building a good
name for the quality of gates
from small to large bespoke
entrance versions.

Where did Nigel learn his
woodcraft? “I was self taught
and learned from my own
mistakes,” he admits with a
grin. It's a typical Turner tell-
it-like-it-is response, straight
to the point with no dressing it
up in fancy phrases.

The next generation was
Steve, another who went
straight into his own business
after leaving school. His
market was fencing and
installation, with Nigel’s gates
a natural part of the job if they
were needed. In November
last year they brought the two
operations together, a logical
move for two businesses that
had run in cooperative
parallel for some years. It's a
limited liability company, with
mum Sue the third director
and company secretary.

Sue had a career in NHS as
a Registered Nurse her 25
years experience ending as a
teacher training students
throughout Shropshire until
she opted out and joined
Nigel seven years ago. She
handles administration and
most of the phone calls, as
well as time in the busy
production area. “One of the
best female joiners around,”
says Nigel.

The Turner Tribe plus one. Luke
Hutchins left, then Steve, Sue
and Nigel Turner.

The installation work is
Steve’s main province, where
Luke Hutchins has worked for
the last years with him, now
adding production work as
demand grows. This small
staff of four puts in a normal
12 hours a day, seven days a
week at the moment, with
demand for their quality
products growing.

Excuse me, haven't you
people learned of the
European Working Time
Directive? They laugh; they’re
living in the real world of
work to eat. The Turners all
have the title of director, but
board meetings with these
people are held over the
breakfast table, or at the end
of the day before Steven heads
home to the house he’s trying
to restore. In his spare time. If
he ever gets any.

You can see Nigel and Sue’s
house from the main road, but
have to turn into the site to see
the large yard and the 12.00 x
6.00 metres workshop. And
beyond that an old barn where
the timber is stored. Softwood
from Sweden, oak for gates
from France and for posts

from England, plus other
hardwoods from Africa.

In the big workshop is the
machinery built up over the
years to make their work more
efficient. A rip saw to cut slab
timber, a plane to finish to
size, tenon and mortice
machines for joints, plus
bandsaw and a moulder and
router for rebates. And a drill
and nail guns. “It would cost a
vast amount to buy that in one
go, but we’ve acquired it as
we could afford it,” explains
Nigel. All new too, none of it
second-hand and worn, even
if that would be cheaper. They
work to high standards and it
shows in the product; on the
office wall is a picture of a
very fine pair of gates, ordered
by the editor of “‘Homes and
Gardens’ Magazine, no less.
As well as local work, gates
have gone to houses as far
away as Sussex, Hampshire,
Devon and Newcastle-upon-
Tyne. Most of this business
comes from personal
recommendation, the website
or E-Bay. Fencing and gate
installation Steve and Luke
keep to a 30 miles radius, or
the travel costs get too high.

Experience shows in the way
they recommend the best
finish for the product; for
hardwood gates Sikkens
varnish. “I've seen a two year
old gate that looked like new
with that finish,” explains
Steve. It's that family business
strength, pride in the product
and ready to advise and help.

Future plans include local
shows and a new website. The
current one impresses; dial
www.turnersgates.co.uk and
see for yourself.
